That this is strictly a council decision not his decision and this is
what his comments are. The question last month was half-acre lots, are
you interested or not? If not all this goes away. Mr. Shea- I’m open to the
ideal, it will be interesting to see what he is willing to bring to the
community. Ms Schell- We’re under no time frame now, because the
petition was not correct. Mr. Shea- I think we should ask him to file the
information correctly and give us time to review the information from Trent
and the Attorneys. Ms Schell- So, table this until next month and have Mr.

My goal is to build a restaurant there, but my kids want me to keep the
house.

As you can see on the proposed plat there are 247 lots minus
the acre lot, we discussed donating to the city for a possible fire station in the
last meeting. Ms Schell – Where would the lot be located? I believe the NVFD
has asked that they have access directly off CR 593. Mr. Morton – That would
be determined by the city in the final plat. Mr. Shea – This Facility’s
Agreement you are referring to in your request, would that be in addition to
the fees the city already charges? Yes, basically you would just charge us this
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additional fee and we will work with your attorney’s to get this done. Mr. Shea
– What is your preferred time line on this? Mr. Morton – We are asking you
adopt this so we can get started. My engineer is here tonight he has done
some preliminary work, but no engineering has been done as far as a final
plan. What you see here is just a land plan. We except the first phase to be
about 100 homes, we cannot tell you at this time where the first phase will
start. On this plan there are 3 entrances and fire hydrants will be installed to
city specifications. We have communicated with the water department and
they said they have plenty of water. Mr. Shea – Has the schools been notified?
Ms. Schell – Wayne did talk to them and they said that Lavon will be building
a new elementary and they told him the amount of land that would be
required for building new schools (elementary, middle and high school). They
just asked that we let them know what’s coming, because the way schools
work they can’t even pass a bound until the homes are actually there. The
council would also want the request to read that we are requiring low dosage
septic systems not aerobic. Mr. Shea – Does this proposal for annexation now
meet the Cities standard? Ms. Schell – No, there was no check with it and it
will still have to go through the city attorneys. The last request the attorneys
kick back and said it did not have all the interested parties signatures. Mr.
Morton – I have a partnership agreement that allows only on signature, there
is only two of us. Mr. Shea – Other than the signatures, does it meet the
standards, and if he wrote a check tonight could we turn this in to the
attorneys? If he writes a check does our time start tonight? Ms. Schell –
Okay…that’s my thing, somebody tell me you’re okay with half acre lots, that’s
really what this is all about. If you’re okay with the half-acre lots, whatever
stipulations you want to put on these half acre lots, now’s the time. I think
what the issue has been all this time are you okay with half acre lots? Mr.
Shea – I’m okay with that. Mr. Barth – I’m okay. Ms. Schell – I did have a
request from the schools that we require sidewalks to provide the children a
safe route to a location to be picked up by the school bus. Mr. Morton – We
would be willing to provide sidewalks on one side of the street where lots are
one acre or less. Ms. Schell – Do we have anything else on this? (Council
concurs, no) Mr. Shea motioned to accept the M&M Venture Developers
Agreement with the changes requiring low dose septic and sidewalks on one
side of the street where the density is less than one acre, Mr. Barth seconded
the motion, all in favor, aye, motion carried.

b. Fleming Annexation Austin Lewis- Ms. Schell- Mr. Lewis is here, once Mr.
Morton’s annexation is under way per the attorney, Mr. Lewis’s annexation
can then be under way he is across the street from Mr. Morton’s piece and
has 90 acres.
