Mayor Schell – Per our contract with the County
we have to assign one person to this committee, my first thought was Lisa
Drummonds. She works for them, so I asked Misty Brown with Collin
County if Lisa could do it, she said yes. Mr. Shea motioned to nominate
Lisa Drummonds, Mr. Poovey second the motion, all in favor, aye, Mr.
Drummond abstained, motion carried.

c. Discuss/Take Action updating Food Establishment Rules. Mr. Shea
motioned to accept, Mr. Drummonds second the motion, all in favor, aye,
motion carried.

d. Discuss/Take Action Mobley annexation. Ms Mobley – John and I
have looked over the agreement and we do not see anything we would
have a problem with, other than we assume the property would be
annexed with no fees involved and that the legal description would be
attached to anything signed. Mayor Schell – If the council is not sure of
what we are looking at it is the Memorandum Agreement that was done by
the attorney. No notification or publication of the annexation is required
because it is a one owner property. Mr. Drummonds motioned to accept
the agreement pending the attachment of the legal description and no fees
attached, Mr. Poovey second the motion, all in favor, aye, motion carried.

e. Discuss/Take Action Plan review Paul Renfro. Mayor Schell – Mr.
Renfro would like to be annexed into the city. He is handing you a concept
plan for review. The property is the old Lewis piece on the southwest
corner of CR 537 and CR 593. Because of the deal we have made with
recent developers, we would have to make a comparable deal with Mr.
Renfro. Mr. Renfro – the majority of the lots will be one acre, but I would
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also like to have some half-acre lots. Mr. Drummonds – We have done this
for other developers, Paul has been building in this city for a long time and
has always done a good job. Provided we can come up with an agreement
like we did with recent developers. Mayor Schell – just to touch on that,
Paul has offered to be the general contractor on the Public Safety Building
Project and order all the building materials at his cost. Gerry Boren will
work with Paul to get those services into the Predevelopment Agreement.
We will still have to publish the ads for accepting bids. Mr. Renfro – what I
will need from you is a scope of work so that everyone is biding apples to
apples. The development will be built in two phases. I would like for the
council to approve both phases, but allow me to file only the first phase
with the county for tax purposes. All fees will be paid up front for both
phases and then in two years all I have to do is file with the county on the
second phase. Mr. Stevenson – I’m not sure how we can write that up, we
will have to talk to our consultant. Council agrees to move forward.

D. Old Business

a. Discuss/Take Action Public Safety Building. Mr. Drummonds – I
thought we agreed to go forward with the plans presented at the last
meeting. Mayor Schell – We couldn’t, because there was no official motion
from the council and Mike has some concerns. Mr. Shea – I feel if we don’t
build a building to suit the department it’s a waste. What the department is
asking for is not this, but what they’re asking for doesn’t cost anymore
than this (Mr. Shea referring to plans submitted in the Dec. meeting). Lets forget
who’s drawing it is for a minute, and let the people who will be using it
draw it out. There is no need for a separate ambulance bay, whoever the
company may be at the time if they decide to house an ambulance here it
can sit in one of the truck bays. You cannot eat, sleep or sit in a 15x15
room. If you are drawing a picture for an ambulance that means you are
making plans to have a minimum of two people there to man it. You
cannot set up a kitchen, table, TV, couch and beds in a 15x15 room. I ask
that you look at what the department has drawn out, it won’t cost
anymore, it will be used and used efficiently. I am not on board with
planning out space for a police department with this project. Mr.
Drummonds – So you’re proposing to shrink the building by 25 feet. Mr.
Shea – Yes, I don’t think we can afford it and we are not going to have a
police department anytime soon any way. Mr. Drummonds – I understand
your point, but I was told that the frame on these buildings are pre-made
in standard sizes and to get a 100 ft building could be cheaper than
building, lets say a 70 ft building. The ideal was to design the building for
future expansion and to spend less now rather than doubling our cost
later. I was also told that if we had a designated space for an ambulance
that they would park the ambulance there, instead of on the side of the
road as they do now. Mr. Stevenson – My view is that we are going to
need police here sooner than you think. My understanding is that we are
building a public safety building not just a fire department building, if that’s
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the case we need to decide how much we are willing to spend on a fire
department or willing to finance, and how much we are willing to set aside
for a future police department. I believe within five years we will need
some kind of police service. Mayor Schell – Something else to consider is
this CO “Certificate of obligation” is for 20 years, were not building another
building and to add 30 ft at today’s cost is very smart, then to come back
in four years and say now we have 2000 people and need a police officer
and have no where to put them. I would also think that in the time we
don’t have police that the fire department could use that extra space for
whatever. Mr. Drummonds - we have to agree on a design and floor plan
before we can go any further. Mr. Renfro – I will draw up the plans for the
city, I have an architect on staff that can get it to paper if the city can get
me a drawing you can agree on. Discussion continued for several more
minutes between council, Mr. Renfro and the Fire Department. NO Action.

Stevenson – If I could make a suggestion, I would consider dividing 2 of
the lots more equally to allow room for your septic. Marla City Secretary –
Ms Hall would need to take her plans to a licensed sanitarian, he would
take her concept plans and design a septic system. Then, they would
submit those plans to Wes our City Inspector to make sure that those
plans meet state and county requirements. Mr. Shea – When you go talk
to the guy about the septic, certain septic systems will only work with
certain size houses. Ms. Hall – Could we discuss the building, making it
into a house. Mr. Shea – You just need to apply for your permits, as long
as it meets city code. Mr. Stevenson – I don’t have a problem as long as it
meets all the requirements, of course this all depends on the replat and if
the septic is going to work. Mayor Schell – Talk to your engineer, talk to
Wes and then come back to us. Jeff – I have one more question about the
street. Once we have an approved plan, what type of materials do we
need for the street? Mayor Schell – Your putting the street back in? Jeff –
Yes, we want to continue Collins St. Mayor Schell – You will have to match
what’s there.

Robert and Tim Alexander owners. Mayor Schell – The city received a
complaint that there are two maybe three structures on this one lot that
are being occupied. Mr. Alexander – There are two structures, two septics
and two water meters. No one is occupying the storage building. Mayor
Schell – I recall a conversation with the owners that the mobile home
would be removed once the new home was built. Mr. Alexander – That is
correct, and it was removed, at the time the new house was built there
were two mobile homes and the storage building on the property. We were
told that no one could live in the storage building and to make sure of that
steps were taking to disable the septic. Mayor Schell – I recall the
conversation with your father that the mobile home was leaving once the
house was finished. You were in the military at the time and he said when
you returned the mobile home would be removed. Mr. Drummonds – Why
are we even questioning that there are two residencies on three and a half
acres with two septics systems? Mayor Schell – The two structures are not
on three acres they are located on the front two hundred and fifty feet of
the property. The reason this is coming up, is we had a deal and its never
been followed through. Mr. Alexander – We believe there was a
misunderstanding of the totality of the deal. Some one from the city did
have a conversation with my mother, and at some point during that
conversation my mother expressed that at some point my son would
probably be moving on. Absolutely, but circumstances change I have a life
here with my wife and son, my term with the military was not up until
September of last year, my wife teaches at the school and is working her
way through college. I am not in a position nor was I ever told there was a
definitive date to be out. I believe there was some confusion on what was
going to be removed and when. Mr. Caperton believes that the mobile
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home was moved in after the new home was built and that we are sharing
one septic, which is just simply not true. Mr. Drummonds – Do we have a
written agreement from 2002 between the city and Mr. Alexander? Mayor
Schell – I don’t recall, we would have to search our records. Council agrees
they would like clarification from Wes (city officer) and research any
documents the city may have, this can be done when council convenes for
executive session and we will give you a decision when council reconvenes
the council meeting. Mr. Drummonds motioned to allow the non-
conforming structure to remain Tim Alexander’s residence, Mr. Stevenson
seconded the motion, all in favor, aye, motion carried.

Ann Bull with USDA Rural Development to speak. Ms Bull – Nevada
is not eligible for our grant program, but you are eligible for our loan
program. Depending on the project, for example a fire station the term of
the loan would be 40 years and the interest rate is 4.125% fixed. Your
payments are usually set up annually over a 40-year period with no
penalty for early payoff. The loan would be bonded, what we ask you to do
is set up an account that is equal to 1 years payment. Depending on the
project would determine if an election is required. If it’s for the city say for
a city hall then yes you would have to have an election, if it was for a
nonprofit organization then no election is required. If you have 2 different
projects you can have one loan amount or you could split it and do it as
two different applications. The process requires a one page application and
then all the required information for instance, 5 years of financial
statements, current year projections/budget and so on. There are no fees
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for our services. You can submit your application at any time. Once the
application is submitted we should know if you’re approved for the loan
within 30 to 60 days. It’s hard to say when a project will be funded. It
could be 6 months to a year after you are approved before you are
funded. You do not have to have your election before submitting an
application, you can submit your application and then put it on the ballot
for election, even if it doesn’t get the vote your application is still active or
on hold. So in other words you could have it on the ballot again the next
election and not have to submit another application. Your application is
active until you tell us to with draw it. If you get an interim construction
loan to get the project started, its possible you can use the funds to pay
that loan, but you would have to clear that with us first. I would suggest
you do anything like that in conjunction with your application, if not you
run the risk of us not paying that loan. If you think there is a bank that will
finance this project for you we have a program called a Guarantee
Program where you go to the bank and work out all the details and if they
approve you, but cannot give you the terms or interest rate because of risk
then the bank can come to us and ask us for a guarantee and we would
guarantee a portion of the loan up to 80% for real-estate and 60-70% for
equipment. This program is much faster because the money is not coming
from the Government it comes from the bank. With a Government facility
everything would have to be ADA compliant. Through the building process
we will do three inspections, foundation, when insulation is installed and a
final. Long-term requirements we will require a copy of your annual audit
and every three years we will perform a compliance review where we
would walk through the facility. We would need a copy of your
organizational documents stating that the city can incur debt, if you do not
have that document or it does not state the city can incur debt then you
will have to adopt or revise such document. A letter has to be sent to the
Council of Governments telling them about the project and then they will
research the site and give you their opinion. Take a look at the packet I
will walk you through the process. Start working with me on your plans as
soon as possible you can do that even before you submit your application.
Mr. Shea, I would like to discuss the location of the city hall. I want the
city hall in the downtown area. Maybe we can ask the Fire Dept for the lot
the current firehouse sits on? Mr. Drummonds, that lot is to small there
would be no room for expanding. Mr. Stevenson, right now we do not have
any proposals for the donation of any land or if the city is going to
purchase land and until that happens I do not see any point in discussing
location right now. Mayor Schell in 30 days we will have a working plan
and we will set a date for a workshop. We will submit those plans to Ann
and invite her back to prepare the application.
